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Summary. We research the nature of the image to understand the principles forming individual ideas. It is possible to know the character of translating this individual ideas into culture.
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Biography has a uniqueness and originality, that was provided by the uniqueness of its author, and in this respect is determined by mode of "thinking body." The image appears to us as the result of a specific process that connects us (in our minds, sensuality, body) with what is beyond us. The image is a set of mental and physical elements of syncretism. Study of the nature of the image brings us to the direction of psychology that has issued in the German science under the influence of Husserl's phenomenology, Gestalt psychology. 
Discovering new research capacity in the very concept of the image, we would like in the course of further theoretical research and analytics biography, to check out the basic thesis: the image is 'entelechy' of social and cultural life and determines the inevitability / necessity of its creative transformation with a help of human effort as a genuine effort of saving life in its ontological grounds. 
Since we need to go out to the function of the imagination in regard to the nature of the image, in the mode of mythopoethic and "thinking body." Biography in the integrity folds due to the mythopoethic discovery of deep image of your own life that has an ability by its nature to become a type. Any biography is "a kind of integral of meanings of the era, generation individual destiny" [2, 560, 516]. But biography has a uniqueness and originality, that was provided by the uniqueness of its author and in this sense is is determined by mode of "thinking body." 

This leads us further - to the nature of the image itself. Every image comes to us as a result of a specific process that connects us (in our minds, sensuality, body) with what is beyond us. (1) The image appears in us, but is the result of direct or indirect interaction with the "world" (all that we define as "not us" that we oppose to us in the initial intuition of ourselves. (2) The image is the result of our intentionality perception and thought. (3) The image is possible in its birth due to certain capabilities in ourselves: bodily perception / mind-body reaction to a stimulus (a), imagination (b). push to the appearance of image in us can appear as something external (event, the melody , the shadow on the wall) and "internal" (recall, sudden pain, the sound in us, our own voice, sounding in our "silently"). 
The image is a set of mental and physical elements of syncretism. 
In light of our reflections a special attention is deserved by is the philosophy of the German thinker Dietmar Kamper. (Unintentionally raises another story connected with the sequence of the development announced themes and concepts in the German philosophical and sociological tradition of the twentieth century). [3] 
In particular, for our study Camper's works in the field of sociology of imagination are interesting very much. Camper considers the ability of imagination in empirical respect as "human power" inherent to a man before he became a subject. If you focus on this thought then it could be said that a person begins as a man at the place and at the time when he presents himself, awakens the imagination. Wondering how this story has been artistically declared in the Zamyatin's Russian literature novel "We". It is useful to mention here about the circumstances of the origin and writing of this Zamyatin's novel . This is a situation of embodied utopia, birth of a new state, where "all the happiness of all" has become the cornerstone of the ideology and politics. And Zamyatin reacted at this situation by his novel. 
In fact, it is the same "zero" a situation. In the new society, in new world, which is depicted by Zamyatin, actually natural, dark instincts and chthonic forces were defeated. It is a clear, transparent world, in the literal sense, the world of glass walls and transparent houses. The last operation, which is made by the State on the final release of "man" / hero heaviness the natural / unreasonable / animal - is the operation of removal fantasy. 
In the Camper's philosophy the important place is given to premise, expressed in the concept of "thinking body", which is revealed through the appeal to the study of the force / power of imagination. In our research, we are primarily interested in a particular mode of the capacity of imagination - mythical and poetical thinking. Here we should search for the place of the meeting of "image" and "body", which allows to overcome the tragic, according to Kamper, a break of thought and body. Growing out of this problem brings us to the concept of "biography". And here we enter the field of truly complex relationship "imaginary-symbolic-real", this is where the problem of "human thinking body" reveals itself with all evidence. Biography as both a reflection and experience is the subject of our thoughts. In this perspective, for us it is extremely important to know the nature of this relationship, manifested, for example, Nietzsche, Deleuze, G. Bataille, Maurice Blanchot, Rozanov, V. Shalamov, Levy, D. Camper (of course, this range could be continued), since ultimate character of reflection and experience tested by them, literally etymological and phonetic coincidence: the experience is possible as "torture." 

"Thinking of the body "... It's always the invention, the approval of its acquisition. Each situation requires invention to obtain an event ... It is not about madness, but about the permanent re-doing, the procedural subjectivity and all forms of experience ... The philosopher says, "All theories are based on the narrations, all the narrations on the stages, all the scenes on the figures, all the figures on the images, all the images on the wounds "[3]. 

Camper expresses an important idea, namely that the image refers to the "strike", "hit", "hurt" ( this remarkable bestowed by the phonetics of Russian language ability of such a connection The unity of the visible and tangible are combined in work of power of imagination, the modus of which is "thinking body." 

Commentator builds a certain sequence of steps of constructing Camper's theory , which is remarkable as follows: very close (closest) are "images" and "injury." The nature of this closeness-connection , its implementation in the biography appear in the field of our most concerned treatment. The type of science that Camper proposes to establish - "Science as a passion» («Wissenschaft als Leidenschaft») is close to the author of this study as well. The object of our study - Biography - allows to realize a new principle and method of investigation at the same time - schismatic (defined by Camper), which implies a "bodily" involvement of the author in his research, experience, that does not exclude author from the objects of the research and its "heroes." 

Camper believes that the ability / power of imagination should be restored as daily life as a "thinking body." It also can resist to abstraction and formalization. The criticality of the situation for the modern man is "violence" of images (advertising, etc. , visual images) in the total occurrence of virtual reality. In fact, a "new war" takes a place - a war of images. [1] A person is entangled by images that suppress him by its stereotypes, drive consciousness into the trap of a "typical" (not from this the notorious and intrusive word "well, sort of ...'' comes from??"). The power of imagination, developed in a man coming out of his own "nature", the only and to the end not to be (yet) absolute repetition (though cloning - it is already a reality, at least of the scientific world) - protection and weapon from aggressive influence of any level (a picture, a person, an event, an ideology, a crowd). 

Camper's concept can be considered through the prism of theory, allowing to follow the connection of the phenomenological "history" of the image, with its development in psychology and, finally its finding in the essence of the iconic turn of the twentieth century - the Gestalt theory and the associated with it concept of isomorphism. 
Study of the nature of the image brings us to the direction of psychology, that has largely issued in German science as a result of assimilation and comprehension of the phenomenology of Edmund Husserl. There is a view of Gestalt psychology. In the late nineteenth - early twentieth centuries the process of institutionalization of psychology, acquisition by itself of the separate, independent from the disciplinary philosophy of space takes place. 

Gestalt theorists have attempted to introduce the aesthetic dimension in the evolution of scientific theories, the fabric of experience and actually of nature. Gestalt theory made ​​a demand for objectivity, stressing that it is not over, but inside the flow of experience. Gestalt theory was also a reaction to the crisis of positivism. At the same time, it was expressing a situation of crisis as a whole in the culture of Europe on the eve of World War I, an attempt to combine and save the value of science and ideas of humanism. 

With the development of Gestalt theory the development of such topics in philosophy and human science, as a character, a personality is related. 

The interaction of philosophy and psychology in Germany, manifested, for example, in the organization of the magazine, which started to go out already in 1890 - "Journal of psychology and physiology of the senses» (Jornal for Psychology and Physiology of the Sense Organs). He combined psychologists H. Ebbinghous, A. König, H. Aubert and philosophers T. Lipps, G. Müller, C. Stumpf. The leading theorists of Gestalt psychology were students and listeners of Stumpf , who in his lectures was introducing them the ideas of Bergson, Dewey. 

Max Wertheimer was attending a seminar of Dilthey, and a little before that he got acquainted with some works of Husserl. He was attracted by the idea of the integrity that lies in the basis of phylosophic concepts of these thinkers. This community was expressed, for example, in determining of the existing field of the Leipzig school as a "holistic psychology" and in inheritance from Dilthey as a general idea of ​​the movement from the total to its parts. 

In the "Doing to the humanities" (1884) Dilthey speaks about the individual as a psychological whole. Later in 1894, he adds that this integrity is formed (gestaltet) under the influence of history, culture and society. A product of such interaction between individuals and their surrounding culture he calls a "form of the soul» (Gestalt der Seele). Social, cultural form of personality he calls the "character" or «gestalt». The word is often used in Germany to refer to a historical character. In this sense, it refers to both the individual and its role on the historical stage. Dilthey was interested in such characters during the whole research path. He did not consider the individuality in its uniqueness, but turned to the "typical person" or "forms of individuality." However, Dilthey did not develop a system of personal types. Later, it will be done, for example, by E. Spranger. But by the end of the 90s Dilthey did not propose a method that could identify patterns live experience with an accuracy claimed by experimentalists. This problem was set by Husserl himself. After the publication of "Logical Investigations" became obvious Husserl's appeal to Franz Brentano idea of ​​an immanent objectivity that will soon become one of the foundations of Gestalt theory. The key question, inherited by philosophy and psychology from the previous stage was not how could we know but how can we, describe the act of our knowledge and formalize its results. 
David Katz, who attended Husserl's seminars in Gottingen University, where Husserl was teaching in 1901, admitted that phenomenology, in the person of its founder, already seemed to him the best way of connecting philosophy and psychology. Theses, which were carried out at this time under the leadership of Husserl, can be considered a contribution to the descriptive psychology (e.g., thesis of Alfred Chappe about color). 

After the war, in the 20 years in the Weimar Republic the general was opinion about the crisis of science and necessity of new ways to solve scientific, social and political problems. Output of labor of O. Spengler "The Decline of Europe" heralded a fact of awareness of the crisis as well as a new language for its comprehension. Its language was the language of action. He proved that it was a time of revival of productive shaping forces (Gestaltungskrdfte). 

All in all, it was the turn to social thinking. Especially important here is name of E. Spranger. In many ways, he continued the path indicated by Dilthey. He emphasized that he is returning the word "psychology" for the science of life, filled with values. His psychology he called structural psychology. He identified six types of personalities, each of which he associated with a particular view of the world (world view), or a form of life. Each of these types was put forward according to the historical era. Individuality related to one of the types is a mixture of theoretical, economic, aesthetic, social, religious and domineering types with the dominance of one of them. This approach was developing the idea of Dilthey about the historical typification of individualities in culture. 

In the introduction to the English translation of his own book Spranger explains that in the basis of the proposed typology lies "the type of the soul." The current situation, Spranger stresses, commits to understanding that the formation and protection of human life depends not only on the power of nature, but also on the cultural conditions. Differences, which are represented by a human , are not only biological, but also mental (cultural). "Overbiological" level of human life - is a world of meanings and sense. In this case, Spranger opposes the tradition study of human world in America, England, France, and the tradition that has developed in Germany. In case if in those countries the problems of man and his life are considered from the standpoint of sociology, the tradition of the humanities in Germany is to explore a more extensive and important field, which is located above the world of social - the world of culture. 

Not by chance exactly in Germany such area of philosophy as a philosophy of culture appears. In this fact, according to Spranger, was expressed the recognition that there are determinant factors that define the development of higher levels than the fact of social relations. It expresses the difference between sociology of West and philosophy of German culture. 

"We do not believe anymore that highest mental achievements (levels of mental development) can be understood as the sum or the development of simple psychological elements. We regard these elements as caused phenomenon of expressive totality of life, the whole which should be known through every individual mental function. Which, by the way, also becomes the fundamental concept of this new psychology: structure, life context, the overall context of the meaning is initially important for psychology and the elementary functions get themselves justification only through the totality (wholeness). Even psychic organism is more than just sum or conglomerate of cells, each of which can exist separately. This is a living unity, in which the function of each cell or group of cells are defined by these relations and the conditions of the whole. In addition, the whole body is also located in an environment which is organized by internal conditions, and from which it selects the factors that are vital important and biologically significant for it. Such is obvious on the mental level. No one will deny that the ideas, feelings, instincts and volitions belong also to quite scientific research, as well as to artistic creation, economic activity, or religious meditation. But because of the reason that these elements arise in the interaction of all these conditions, it is important to considered not their specific form (manner) of interaction. Unity and this interaction to form a unique value, I call structure. 

The concept of the structure or concept of construction is close to biological and this concept of unity arises in the theory of organisms. But it is always difficult for a scientist to put together (combine) the universality and individuality. 

Our goal - is to note the psychological context of modern life that passes (takes place, unfolds) and is strictly limited by frame of a civilized society. Here, in Germany we are convinced that such a life can not be understood psychologically, but it involves super-individual context of special concepts of creation of meanings. However, we run the risk when we generalize what can be confirmed by the experience of individual life. It would be generally erroneously to believe that any of these types actually exists as it is entirely described by our sided. Such an existence is also as less possible as the existence of absolute cube, or a stiff body, or a body falling in a vacuum. The construction of these ideal types of human nature serves only for cleaning and putting in order the intricate complex, and real forms. It may be some way for our thought come close to these realities more and more closely. 

For this reason, it is important to ask the question of whether or not these types satisfy the opportunities of understanding the important forms of identity "[4, 7]. 

Spranger himself sees a certain convention of such typification when he speaks about incompletness. Thus, regarding America, it was possible to put forward another type of personality - the pioneer (inventor, mover, adventurer). 

"Psychological experiment was carried not only in the laboratory or clinic, or only for a comparison of human existences, but also from a myriad of men of the past, which are known only from written documents. We increasingly need to expand our experience in any other way, we should study the psychological phenomenon that is related to our cultural determinants. What is the value of the majority of comprehensive mass statistical comparisons of the vast material of our mental structures that history inherited to us. My mental goals are to understand these historic structures and to transform them, even if I can reveal only a small aspect of it. Adding to this type a psychology could identify the structural transformations in different individual ages on the one hand, structural changes in the human soul during the its history of last thousands of years on the other. So I just started the first part of the problem in my "Psychology of adolescence", published in Leipzig in 1928, It is also necessary to study the structure of a primitive man or earlier cultural periods, and some attempts that have been made ​​in this direction ... To sum up: this book is only taking its first steps, but in a direction that I'm sure has to be developed further if the psychology in the future is going to move forward in the direction of understanding of the higher mental life in future. A differentiation of modern human and culture is made, and most of all, such entry we will need for the practical life. We need to build a bridge between mind and soul, and if possible in the same way - between the group and the group. It is the conscious re-creation of the wonderful unity of the context of life, from which our modern culture has been thrown out, but without which the higher culture would be unable to continue "[4, 10] (our translation. - LA).

Spranger repeatedly emphasizes the problem arising in scopes of such typologies: how adequate is possible to express the character and principles of relationship of individual and collective origing in the range of this type. It seems obvious to us the tendency that subordinates the individual to overall, in the most original premise - to see how era / history / culture form and at the same time claim certain personality traits. It also reveals the dependence / intimacy of such a concept on sociological approach.

Not applying for the ultimate solution of the problem, we offer the concept of biological type as a "balancing" principle of analysis of the relationships between the individual and collective in culture.

Summarizing the preliminary results we would like to say, that nature of type becomes clear with a help of considering the relationship between the concepts developed by Shpret within the Russian line of phenomenology - "inner form" of the word and "entelechy", which acquire cultural and phylosophical value. These concepts the character of their existance in the culture in connection with an image.
